Weekends are not included. Each day is dedicated to each of the nipe Pierian Muses,
who according 1o (resk Myihology were the patron goddesses of Knowledpe,
Literature, Arls and Scences. They werer Calliope, Euderpe, Clio, Hralo, Melpomene,

Polvhymmnia, Terpsichore, Thabia, Urania.

The event is a revival of the ancient cames which were held on the same piace,
- ther sacred ety of the Macedonians, under the same title; “Olyrapia in Dion™

ln the Ancient Theatre of Dion the great tragic poet Luvipides wrote and
preserded five of his plavs aimong which his last masierpiece " Bacchae™. Acecording to
ancient wriers, Buripides died and was buried in Pieria. On his tombstone the
Athentans engraved the following epigram:

" Xedpe peiaprerdion, Fopridy, ev vodlioor Hispias tov aef voreds Exov
Baiagov.  me av Adrprg mepidwe vaine ayyadr Hrspidov”,

“Be happy, Earipides, to have your efernal night’s frore (grave) uf the deep-
bine see-side in Pieria...

Youwho adorved Plerinn Muses condinue to five close fo them™

The archaic choral. the dancing and the athietic ceremonies as well as the orpheic
mystic events that were hald on the stops of Mouni Glympus in honour of Zeus. king
Archelaus(413-399 b.C.) established and highlighted them on a naiional range, where
thousands of p[!gnms carne from all over the known world. Along with the {heatre
games, musical and sporis games were held 100, in which artists and athietes
par{sup‘\ted from the Greek snd iaier on of Roman cities. The celebpuiions statied
with a sacrifice 10 Olvmpian Zeus. That is why they are called ®*Olympia in Dion”,
Puring the reign of Phillip the [T and his son Alexander the I {the Great) “Olyvmpia
in Dion™ becarne reknowned ali over the world.
