Procedure for obtaining an entry visa, valid for entering the territory of
Greece and the other Schengen countries

1. The application for visa should be submitted to the Embassy — Consular Section
at least 20 days prior to the date of entrance.

2. The application should be submitted personally.

3. The application form should be filled completely in English and signed by the
applicant.

4. Please find below the list of the required documents to be submitted together
with the application.

5. For the submission of the application for obtaining a visa the amount of 69 US
Dollars is requested. Kindly note that the fees are non refundable.

6. A travel insurance requirement should be submitted with minimum coverage of
30.000 Euros and validity throughout the territory of the Schengen Member
States, covering the entire period of staying.

7. Kindly note the following :

- Due to Security precautions, no applicant would be admitted without an

appointment.

- Security Guards of the Greek Embassy in Baghdad or any other person

outside this Embassy are not authorized and are not in position to give any

information concerning visa issues.

- Additional documents may be requested.

- All applications that do not fulfil the necessary requirements will not be

admissible.

- Holders of Schengen visas should keep with them the necessary documents

that justify their stay in the Schengen area while entering the territory of a

Schengen Member State.

- Persons that receive a rejection/annulment/revocation on their visa

applications may appeal against this decision before the competent Administrative

Court in Greece within ninety days.

ANNEX

The Required Documents
I. Documents required for all applications:

1. A completed and signed Schengen visa application form.

2. A passport, which must:

- Be valid for at least three months after your departure from the
Schengen area

- Contain at least two empty pages

- Have been issued during the past ten years

3. Photocopies of previous passports if available - copies of the biometric data
page and of all stamped pages must be provided (Schengen Visa/US Visa/GB
Visa).

4. Two recent colour passport Biometric (6 x 4 cm) photo (less than 6 months
old).

5. National ID card (gensiya)

6. Certificate of employment, specifying the date of recruitment, position in the
company and salary level; confirmation of leave approval.

7. Travel medical insurance covering the entire period of the intended stay, valid
for all Schengen States and covering any expenses which might arise in
connection with repatriation for medical reasons, urgency medical attention,
emergency hospital treatment or death during the stay. The minimum
coverage must be 30.000 EUR.

8. Evidence of possession of sufficient financial resources to cover the intended
stay, e.g. signed and stamped bank account statements covering at least the
past six months.

9. If the inviting person (the host) is to cover the applicant’s expenses, the host
must provide the above-mentioned evidence together with the invitation letter.

Evidence of economic and personal ties in Irag, such as bank account
statements of the past 6 months, proof of property ownership, a certificate of
employment, an extract from the family register, a marriage certificate, and
copies of ID cards for spouse and children.

A return flight booking.

If not staying with a host, proof of accommodation for the duration of the stay
(i.e. confirmed hotel reservation in the form of the transfer of the correct
amount covering the cost of the stay).

Persons travelling for the purpose of tourism: a statement regarding the
itinerary while staying in the territory of the Member States (i.e. tourist
attractions to be visited, confirmation of a reservation of excursion or any
appropriate documents containing information about the planned trip).

Any documents which are not in English must be accompanied by an official
translation into English.

1. Additional documents required for business visa applications:

1.

An original letter of invitation from a host to attend meetings, conferences or
other events connected with business. The letter of invitation must include the
data together with the contact details of the company undertaking business
activity in the territory of a Member State and the official seal and letterhead
of the inviting person/company with their legible signature.

Entry tickets for trade fairs and congresses, if appropriate.

Documents demonstrating the business activities of the company and of the
Iragi invited company (i.e. contracts, payment of invoices, a list of orders, an
email from a business partner sent to the official email address of the visa
office together with the confirmation of cooperation and a legible signature of
the sender, a personal letter of invitation or an official invitation issued by a
relevant public office at the request of the company in the Member State
concerned).

Documents demonstrating the company's status as financial-commercial
operator. (l.e. a business license, Chamber of Commerce certificate)

Documents confirming the applicant’s employment status in the company and
salary.

I11. Additional documents to be provided for applicants under 18 years old:

If the minor is travelling without his/her legal guardian: an original notarised
statement of consent from either the parents or legal guardian.

If the minor is travelling with one of his/her legal guardian: an original
notarised statement of consent from the parent that is not travelling.

IVV. Additional documents to be provided for applications for visits for

medical treatment:

Evidence of medical treatment already undertaken in Iraq in relation to the
ailment for which the applicant will be treated in the territory of the Member
States and evidence of the necessity of medical treatment abroad.

Declaration from a European hospital/doctor on the appointment of the
applicant with the same hospital or a doctor, with details of the duration and
cost of treatment, and confirmation as to whether it will be necessary for
anyone to accompany the patient.

A document issued by the host health care facility in the territory of the
Member States confirming the possibility of providing specialist medical care
and willingness to admit the patient appropriately.

Confirmation from the European hospital/doctor that the treatment costs have
been paid for and proof that the applicant has sufficient financial means to
cover the associated costs, or evidence that such associated costs will be
covered by a third individual or by an institution.

V. Additional documents to be provided for applications for family visits:

1.

A letter of invitation issued by the relative residing in a Member State with
evidence of his residence (i.e. a certificate of residence issued by the relevant
national authorities).

If the spouse is invited: certificate of marriage.

If parents are invited: certificate of birth of the inviting person (i.e. the
son/daughter) and certificate of family status of the inviting person and of the
invitee.

If minors are invited: certificate of birth of the invitee (i.e. the son/daughter)
and certificate of family status of the inviting person and of the invitee.

If close relatives are invited: certificate of family status proving the degree of
kinship between the inviting person and the invitee.



V1. Additional documents to be provided for applications for official visits:

1.

A letter from the relevant Iragi government/public body confirming that the
mission/visit has been approved and confirming the existence of the
professional relation/position of the applicant.

2. Verbal Note from the Iragi Foreign Ministry with names and position of each

component of the delegation.

A copy of an official invitation and of the program of the visit, if applicable.

VII. Additional documents to be provided by persons attending sport

competitions or cultural events:

1.

Invitation from the relevant institution, government body, company that
organizes the event.

Evidence of enrolment in the event and program, including the name of the
host organization and information on the duration of the stay.

Evidence of insurances covering a sport event, which should cover injuries
and distress related both to training and to competitions, including detailed
information on who covers the costs.

o If the Visa request is judged as sufficiently convincing, a specific

appointment will be made within one week (at least) at the Embassy for an
interview. In all cases the public will not be received at the Embassy
without a positive reply to their request and an invitation to an appointment
will be made.

¢ In case of approval of the request, applicants will be contacted and informed

by the Consular Section of the Embassy.
