\ countries and states to exert political inBuence and promote their interests
internationally. Although war has been referred to as "diplomacy by other means,”
R Y Y

\ we ferd to think of diplomacy as comprising the non-violent means available to
states for exercising foreign policy. These means can be formal and informal, the

cultivatiop of goodwill in the social, political, economic and cultural space of
another state entity and the use of celtural capital to promote the image and influence of 3 state

abroad, often referred to as “soft power.”

In this context, public diplomacy has played and plays an important role in serving the interests and
promoting the influence of individual actors. Language iostitutes, journalists, university programs
and exchange, the arts, technology and innovation are among the various means emploved in public
diplomacy. Natural disasters may also provide a venue for the exercise of public diplomacy, by
offering the possibility to cultivate a positive irnage of a state providing humanitarian assistance, as

well as to build connections, communication and solidarity.

Foreign policy, as carried out through cultural diplomacy of a country, seeks to cornmunicate the
importance, goodwill and prestige of the relevant state entity to its audience, In order to influence
developments for the benefit of the specific state and its alliances. Moreover this is the role of
diplomacy in general, which seeks the execution of foreign policy in such a way as to maximize the

mutual bepefit of states in the international systen and international society.

When we investigate caltural diplornacy, we are considering culture as an integral feature of foreign
policy, contributing to the projection of the image and the interests of the state in its external
relations. The image of a country is an ongoing reality or reality construction of modern international
politics, and one that is able to influence developments negatively or positively, to stabilize situations or

dramatically overturn structures.
